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This assignment is intended to give you some contact with Microsoft PowerPoint and allow you to create 3 or 4 slides in a Presentation.   

The presentation content is to be based on the nature of material in Assignment 3 where you can make a brief PowerPoint presentation of one of your analysis reports

For example 

Slide 1 should be an Introduction to the Presentation, 

Slide 2 should be the different analyses made, 

Slide 3 a summary or abstract database query or report relating to your most significant results

The final slide would indicate what further research is suggested by your findings.   

*******************************************

Locate the PowerPoint icon and load the software.

Select the ‘Pick a Look Wizard’ and follow the prompts to develop a template which has colour and a background image. 

Continue with selections from the Wizard, and create your slides (use the New Slide’ to progress from slide 1 to slide 2, slide 3 etc.).

On slide 1 in the Title Box, include a title of the presentation, and in the body (in small font) include your Names, I.D. and unit code.

In the body of slide 1, include text to indicate the unit and the Semester for which it is applicable, and insert the current date. Use the Tools, Build to give the slide some dynamism.

Move to slide 2, and copy the details from the Title Box from slide 1 to the Title Box of slide 2 (copy and paste).    

The Wizard will provide a text colour which is compatible with the background, but you could experiment with the text colour box from the toolbar, and with the size of text.

When completed, save the Presentation to your diskette and give it an appropriate file name.

Include your tutor’s name and the laboratory you used to develop this assignment, and your terminal reference code as the entries of the final slide, if it can be read. (The reference should be on a Computer Centre tag on the processor or on the bench top).

Include the current (today’s) date.

Make sure that you include your name as the author, and the names of other students who have worked on this presentation. 
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
