Past Summer Semesters have shown considerable student interest in CSE1720 and CSE3180, not only from Business Faculty students but also from students from other Faculties, and some ‘non-students’. These are students who are additional to the normal enrolments in the degrees offered by the Faculty.

The units are taken by students who are completing their Degree course and also by those who wish to accelerate their Degree progression.

It is proposed that 

1. The Faculty of Information Technology offers these units on the Caulfield Campus for the Summer Semester 2004/2005.

2. The units be run as in previous years commencing for this year on 22nd November, 2004 and completing on 10th December, 2004.  

3. Enrollments, Lecture Rooms, Laboratory bookings and Examination Room bookings will be handled by the Faculty Administration Office at Caulfield as for a normal semester. The tutorial allocation system will be used for student tutorial allocations.

A minimum number of 40 enrollments will be necessary for these unit to be presented, but no upper quota will be set .

4. The units be advertised at Caulfield, Clayton and Peninsula via the normal campus notice boards (a suggested copy for advertising  the Summer Semester units is attached).

5. The enrollment cut off date will be Friday 5th November, 2004. Late enrollments will be considered.

These units attract large numbers of students and it is important suitable high-technology lecture theatres are booked for this period.

Similarly, sufficient computer laboratories with WindowsXP and Oracle capability must also be available.
