CSE9999  Summer Semester 2005

These are notes relevant to CSE720 for the Summer Semester, and attached you should have these items :

(a) the notes and exercises for the unit for the summer semester 

(b) the notes include a copy of assignments 1(library), 2 (spreadsheet), 3 (data base), 4 (PowerPoint) 

Students allocate themselves via Allocate +. I’d suggest that you make your own lists for assignment marking purposes and be prepared for some movement particularly in the first 3 days. The tutorials run from Monday to Thursday from 1.30pm to 3.00pm in the first 2 weeks, and from Monday to Wednesday in the third week. The laboratories are  Windows XP equipped laboratories. 

The exam is on Friday 10th December. I’m not sure yet where, but it will start at 9.30am.  Your presence as an Invigilator will be necessary. 

Assignments: Students are required to hand in assignments on 25th November, 2nd December and the 8th December. There is also a non credit Powerpoint exercise which some of them will do.

Make sure they know where you are, where your office is, or where your                 mailing box is, and also that they have your email address.  It’s generally not the practice to provide your mobile phone number.
Laboratory Sessions : The purpose of the lab sessions is to allow students to become familiar with Windows XP, Excel and Access and your role is to assist the students in this and in developing and completing their assignments. It’s not to do their assignments for them. You will find some students who do not require (much) help, and others who will. You must make yourself available during the lab. sessions to the students – walk around, talk to them  and see who is having problems. 

I have attached a list which shows the PC laboratory room and the time of the tutorials. You will need to notify the students about your availability at other times during the 3 weeks. However don’t do the assignments for them, just point them in the right direction.

Part of your duties are associated with marking the various assignments, and giving feedback, by means of the standard scheme which is

<50   N,   50 to 59  P, 60 to 69 C,  70 to 79 D and > 79 HD.  Assignments should be handed back as soon as you can, either in the tutorials or by other arrangements. 

Assignments 2 and 3 can be done in group mode. Students should download the required Certificate from the web site for the unit.

I’ll also give you marking guides for the assignments. These are an outline only, and if you spot an assignment which you consider is either very good or very poor, then use your judgement.

There will be another sheet on the examination, which is on Friday 10th December starting at 9.30am.  Your presence to supervise this exam is necessary, and we will open up at 9.15am.

Timesheets ; The TPS system is not available. Your timesheets will be compiled manually, authorised by me and submitted to Akamon. Make sure you certify the correctness each week (generally Friday).

Some students will no doubt opt to do their work on their home Pentium Vl’s or  with the 2.4GHz chips. (and Windows XP and possibly 2003).

I prefer that assignments be on diskette – it gives us a better chance of examining how the assignment was assembled. If you want hard copy, don’t make it expensive – Black print is quite readable. 

I will be at lectures when you are in your tutorials.  However, I’ll generally finish about 4.15pm and I will be in most mornings about 8.15 to 8.30am.

If you are having problems, drop me an email and I’ll try to respond before the next tutorial.

There are previous exam papers, with answers, and a few other things, such as the lecture overheads and  assignments at the unit web page on       http://www.csse.monash.edu.au/courseware/CSE9999s  

They can be copied by the students – and they make good weekend reading. 2005 exams will not be available until after the summer semester – an Examination Centre ruling.

When you return results to me, could you have the order

You can either make a pen and paper return, or   Excel ,Office 97. No random generated numbers please !. (or you could use Access).
