Physical Model Specification Requirements

This is the last deliverable and represents the effort you have contributed to the database design.

The deliverable should contain:

1. An updated Project Plan

2. An updated E-R Diagram and Data Structure Diagram - this is required if you have had cause to modify the User Specification requirements through time or altered requirements, such as reports or queries.

3. Minutes of meetings - you can attached previous minutes from Deliverable 2 as well as those from subsequent meetings if you are working in a group

4. A chart or listing of which team member is responsible for the components of the design, including the Reviews, if you are working in a group.

5.A statement of your test strategy. This can be brief and indicate the major components of testing – e.g. the table constraints testing, query criteria, query output, reports.

6. Results of your testing

7. The names of your database, its tables, queries, reports, forms, and also the location and name of the backup are part of this deliverable.

8. If you submit your model on disk, you will not need to print out table contents, constraints, criteria, query results etc.

You will need to clearly indicate which DBMS you have used – Office97, Office 2000 or Oracle Personal or Oracle Client Server. If you have used  Oracle, you will need to print out your table schemas, table contents, queries, and results. You can list the table content and query results by using ‘select’ statements and then copying the screen results to Notepad or Word.

9. A final certificate of each team member’s effort, agreed to by the other member(s), again only if you are working in a group.

10. This submission is a report and must be accompanied by a Table of Contents and the normal items such as page numbering, paragraphing, referencing ...    
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
