At your previous Laboratory session, you created a table in an Oracle database, and ran some queries on the data. If you have not completed this exercise yet, you should do so before starting on this one.

You are going to create tables in an Access database, and apply the same constraints. 

The tables and their schemas are:

1 table named EMP(empno,ename,mgrno,deptno) with values :

E1,Red,E1,D1

E2,Blue,E1,D1 

E3,Brown,E1,D2

The second table DEP(deptno,dname) with values :

D1,Tax

D2,Pay

D3,Leave

You need to compete the attribute properties, and also the Access equivalent of the NOT NULL constraint:

Insert the values given and then run these queries: 

1. Produce a report of the employee names, numbers and the Department they work in

2. Produce a report(query) of the count of the number of employees in each Department

3. Produce a report of any Department which has no employees

4. Update the Department table by the inclusion of another Department with a code of 04 and a name of Production

Did you need to make changes to the schemas ? What assistance did Access provide ? 

5. What was the Access message ?  Did you accept or reject ?

What significant differences did you observe between the 2 DBMS's ?
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
